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Gazebo Works Too

Congratulations on your purchase of a quality redwood spa
surround from Gazebo Works Too. We believe it will offer
you many years of value, comfort, and privacy.

Before you get started please take a minute to familiarize yourself with the entire
installation procedure by reading the parts list and following the assembly instructions
from beginning to end, so that you understand what will be involved in properly
assembling your surround.

You will require the following equipment and tools:

Six or eight foot step ladder

Electric screw driver/drill

Carpenter’s tape measure (20’ or longer)
Phillips head screw driver

Slotted head screw driver

A hammer

Note: Two people are needed to safely assemble this product.

Maintenance after installation

Wash all corner windows and domes with a soft cloth using a mixture of mild
detergent and water. Some commercial window cleaners are acceptable but DO NOT
use any products that contain, ammonia, alcohol, or petroleum distillates as they can
damage the surfaces.

Periodically, clean leaves and other debris from the roof as it can discolor the surface
and may lead to leaks in some areas. Do not allow standing water to pool next to any
wood surface and always remove accumulations of snow and ice on the roof and

around the walls.

After one to two years you may need to apply another coat of stain in order to
preserve the water resistant finish on the exterior surfaces of your enclosure. Be sure
to clean the wood first using a commercial cleaning solution.

Slide the entry wall between the two corners.
Again, use the 4x4 entry posts as supports at
the wall ends. Secure as in Step 1.

Slide the 4x4 entry posts to the edge of the bottom
framework. Secure in place with (3) 2-1/2" screws
each down through the wall framework into the posts.
Place the entry corbels as shown and secure to the
framework using the pre-drilled holes in the corbels.

Before installing the top plate,
measure diagonally across the
freestanding round corners to
ensure that the gazebo is sqgare.
A-C should be the same as B-D.
Move wall sections as needed until
there is less than 1/4" difference
between the two measurements.

Secure the top plates to the top of the corner/wall sections with six(6) 2 1/2"
screws per plate, through the topplate into the corner/wall sections. Topplates
should be flush with exterior side of the wall sections. See Detail E-E 1. In
addition, screw down on either side where wall sections meet. See Detail E-E 2.

The serial number is on the bottom of the dome box.
This should now be facing up. Tap the eight align-
ment pins 3/4" into the pre-drilled holes in the dome
box, leaving 3/4" exposed. Tap four common rafters
onto the long sides and secure with two screws
each, through the box sides into the rafters. See

detail B-B.

With one person —
outside and one inside on a ladder, carefully
slide the rafters over the top. The rafters
will be centered over the wall blocks. Do
not secure at this time. Make sure the box
is level. See Detail C-C.

Secure with four
silver screws and washers. Screws should
only be hand tightened to prevent cracking.
DO NOT USE POWER TOOLS.

Place angled cut side of the first roof panel
on the 1x4 part of the corner rafter, slide

the roof panel tight against the dome box and
the common rafter. Secure with (6) 2 1/2"
screws through the pre-drilled holes in the

roof panel into the rafters. Repeat this process

for the remaining (7) panels. Note: Start
at one corner and work in one direction.
Rafters should be unattached for

ease of installation.

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For Deluxe Metal Roofs- Metal roofs mounted on solid wood.

Step 13

Fold the hip rafter endcaps as indicated. They have
been pre-bent to facilitate the process. Use a square
edge to bend straight. Predrill the sides and slide
over the end of the hip rafters. Screw into place.
